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density of the driveways and the speed limit of 45 mph increases the potential for 
crashes and near misses.  Per Table 3-5, Guideline for Unsignalized Driveway Spacing 
of the Guidebook the recommended driveway spacing is 350 feet when the roadway 
speed is 45 mph.  On average, the spacing is 143 feet which is significantly less than 
the recommendation.  Per Table 3-6, Desirable Driveway Offsets on Undivided 
Highways of the Guidebook, the recommended offset distance between driveways on 
opposite sides of the road is 630 feet when the roadway speed is 45 mph.  This 
recommended offset is not met anywhere in the segment.  Unless Livernois Road is 
redeveloped, the current driveway spacing will remain.   
 
The last principle stated above is removing turning vehicles from the through traffic 
lanes.  This can be accomplished by providing a continuous center left-turn lane.  In 
general, turn lanes have been a huge improvement to traffic safety.  The Guidebook on 
page 3-22 indicates that, 
 
 Generally, after volumes on a roadway reach a level higher 

than 10,000 vehicles per day, a continuous left-turn lane is 
warranted. 

 
Summary 
With the lack of support for 5-lane widening along the Livernois corridor from Long 
Lake to Avon, the balance of the PE phase funding may no longer be needed for this 
project. The City of Troy’s current project along Livernois, from Long Lake to Square 
Lake, was approved by the Federal Aid Committee (FAC) for 5-lane capacity 
widening.  Any changes to the use or reallocation of this funding will require FAC 
approval.
