PUBLIC INFO MEETING

1S MAY 8 FOR ADAMS

AND GUNN ROAD ROUNDABOUT PROJECT

The Road Commission for Oakland County
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(RCOCQC), in partnership with the Charter
Township of Oakland, will host a public
information meeting May 8 to share information
about the planned roundabout construction at
the Adams Road/Gunn Road intersection. The
construction will take place in summer 2019.

MEETING DETAILS

WHAT: Public information meeting to discuss the
construction plans and the impact on traffic
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during construction.

WHEN: Tuesday, May 8, 4 pm to 7 pm.
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WHERE: Delta Kelly School, 3880 Adams Road,
Oakland Township

NoTe: The meeting will be “open house”
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format. There will not be a formal presentation. Anyone can attend any time between 4 and 7 pm. to
review information and speak with an RCOC Representative.

PROJECT DETAILS

The project involves constructing a roundabout at the
intersection of Adams Road and Gunn Road. Work will occur
once school is out in 2019. The roundabout will have two lanes
for Adams Road traffic and one lane for Gunn Road traffic.

The project also includes the installation of curbs and
gutters and drainage improvements. High-Intensity Activated
Crosswalk (HAWK) pedestrian crossing beacons will be in-
stalled at the pedestrian crosswalks on the north leg of the
roundabout.

IMPACT ON TRAFFIC
During construction, the intersection will be closed to all
traffic. The detour route for Adams traffic will be Orion Road to
Silver Bell Road and back to Adams Road and vice versa. The
detour route for Gunn Road traffic will be Kern Road to Silver
Bell Road to Orion Road and back to Gunn Road and vice versa.

FUNDING
This project is expected to cost approximately $2 million.
$600,000 will be funded with a federal safety grant. The remaining
$1.4 million will be shared by RCOC and Oakland Township.
