
PINE TREE ROAD RESURFACING 
TO START SOON IN ORION TWP. 

  The Road Commission for Oakland County (RCOC), in partnership with Orion Township, will 
repave Pine Tree Road from Clarkston Road to Heights Road. The work will begin in late July or early 
August and is expected to be completed by the end of September.

PROJECT DETAILS 
 This project involves pulverizing the existing road surface and then placing new asphalt pavement. Also 
included are ditching and drainage improvements as well as the installation of Americans with Disabilities Act 
(ADA) compliant pedestrian crosswalks. 
 

IMPACT ON TRAFFIC 
 Pine Tree Road will be closed to through traffic between Clarkston Road and Heights Road during 
construction. The detour route is Clarkston Road to Joslyn Road to Heights Road and back to Pine Tree Road 
and vice versa. 
 Access to properties along Pine Tree Road will be maintained at all times during the project. 
 

Cost and FUNDING 
 This project is expected to cost approximately $688,000. It is being paid for by Orion Township and 
RCOC with assistance from Oakland County general government through the Tri-Party Program. 
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
